2020 Extended ACCESS Testing Window Participation 

The extended spring 2020 testing window for ACCESS is being provided as an option only for English learners 

(ELs) who would have been eligible to exit a Language Instruction Educational Program (LIEP) based on previous 

scores and/or their other completed domain scores this past spring – not all ELs who were unable to complete 

testing last spring. The decision to participate in this extended testing window is determined by the district.
